per capita level. But steady gains have
moved Texas above the national aver-
age in 1984.

In all other major functional spend-
ing areas Texas governments’ per cap-
ita expenditures remain well below the
mean of other states.

Particularly noteworthy is per capita
highway spending which moved up in
the early 1980s, but fell back to the
1970s level in 1984 (94% of the all-
state average ). This is another area that
is likely to show change when 1985
data become available as the impact of
the 1984 tax increases in Texas take
effect.

Texas’ Debt Financing
Increased

Texas’ government per capita debt
moved above the national average
(106% ) for the first time in 1984. Be-
tween 1975 and 1984 the government
debt for each Texas citizen increased
from $892 to $2,259—a growth of
153%

Corresponding to that change, the
amount Texas’ governments spend for
general debt interest changed from
$32 per person ir. 1975 to $105 in
1984. That 228% ir.crease reflects both
the increased debt level and higher in-
terest rates.

Federal Aid on the Decline

Texas for years has been at or near
the bottom of the states in term of per
capita federal aid to its governmental
units. That hasn’t changed. What is oc-
curring is that Texas’ governments are
losing ground to the rest of the nation.
The 891 per capita that came to Texas
from the Fed in 1970 was 85% of
the all-state average. That proportion
slipped to 80% in 1975, 72% in 1980
and 67% in 1984.
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
