Again we find the holiday-season us upon us. In the spirit of keeping Texans safe during this
festive time we would like to remind you of a few safety tips to keep in mind over the
coming weeks:

At Home:
Be vigilant about locking doors and windows whether you are at home or out

When you leave the house leave a few lights on inside as well as a front porch light, television
and/or radio.

Large gifts should not be visible through windows
Automatic timers are suggested for both indoor and outdoor lights
Have your keys in your hand before you reach the car door or front door

Keep a secure hold on your belongings when arriving home after dark

Shopping:

Stay alert to your surroundings when at the malls and in parking lots

Be aware of strangers approaching you for any reason; pick-pockets, thieves, and con-artists may try
