The Chapter has yet to receive a bill for lodging and meals from the 1984 annual
meeting at Port Aransas. Printing costs for the Proceedings rose 75%. Although
increased membership has brought in more revenues, postage fees and newsletter printing
costs have risen considerably. This year's closing balance of $1221.68 is higher than
last year's but the Port Aramnsas bill will likely be several hundred dollars. It
appears our financial position is worsening primarily through higher costs being absorbed.

SUMMARY OF WINTER EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING

The Executive Committee met on 29 December 1985, at Texas A & M University.

The latter body
endorsed the publication.

o Program —-— Southwest Texas State University in San Marcos has been approved as
the site of the 1986 meeting. Red drum biology and management has been selected
as the panel discussion topic. : o
